• Edged tee/fwy yardage markers 
• Cleaning pond banks       

 
Byrd:  

• Completed #3 tee complex—should be ready for play within the next two weeks 
• Cleaned all pond banks 
• Regular topdressing and rolling of greens 
• Continuing to work around #4 tee complex

• Some pruning of trees along cart paths 
• Repaired two areas in #2 fwy that were damaged be irrigation leaks 
• Continuing to work on cleaning vines and small brush in tree lines

Response: Golf Course Maintenance will make sure the Flags surrounding the 18th Green 
will not be disturbed. 
• GUR for aeration areas 
Response: The areas of aeration will be to large to identify as GUR, tournament directors 
should make the determination of when the ball can be moved. In general the holes created 
will be surface and should not interfere with play. 
• Ball in Flower Beds 
Response: Blue stakes identifying sensitive  areas will be placed. 
• Pin Placement Chart 
Response: The possibility of printing green depths on the pin place cards will be considered 
with the next printing.
