Meeting with Sea Trail Corporation                                   
President Dana Connelly 
I meet with the President of Sea Trail Corporation, Dana Connelly, on a 
regular basis to discuss issues of concern to the property owners of 
Sea Trail. Recently we discussed the operation at Magnolias and the 
reconstruction of the Byrd greens. 

The lounge area at Magnolias will operate, with overflow seating in the 
restaurant area as needed for breakfast and lunch. Presently, there are 
no plans to open for dinner. A breakfast buffet is in place now but it is 
not as elaborate as the buffet in the past. The lounge areas are doing 
well now and usage will be monitored. 

Sea Trail is committed to renovate the back nine greens of the Byrd 
this year. The anticipated closing dates are June 6 through August 28. 
Many positive comments have been received regarding the outcome of 
the front nine renovations. 

Aerification dates for courses are as follows: 
• Maples: completed late May and again on September 3 
• Jones: June 1-June 2 and again on September 1 
• Byrd: front 9 June 9 and again on August 13 

While there is not a definitive date at this time, cart path repairs are on 
the agenda for being upgraded.

Spring Improvements 
    Our committees have been very busy this spring. To date, the fol-
lowing improvements have been completed or will be completed 
shortly: 

• Landscaped around the Pink Palace pool  
• Stained the exterior of the Maples Activity Center, remodeled the 

upstairs bathrooms, and replaced the porch rocking chairs 
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• Replaced the heater at the Maples Activity 

Center spa 
• Replaced or painted all signs at the Pink Pal-

ace and the Maples Activity Center  
• Revised the Rules and Regulation document  
• Established a new practice of gaining access 

to the meeting rooms at the Pink Palace and 
the Maples Activity Center as explained in 
my article in the Sea Trailer 

• Added a rowing machine in the workout facil-
ity 

• Installed two irrigation wells at the Oyster 
Point entrance 

• Repaired portions of Rice Mill road 

Our thanks go to all those involved on the Land-
scaping, Facilities and Rules Committees. Special 
thanks to John Markatos who painted Debra’s of-
fice and to Roy Cundiff who coordinated the im-
provements to our signs. 

Amenity Enhancement 
This past February you received notice of amenity 
improvements being considered by the Master As-
sociation Board. At this time, I want to give you an 
update on the direction the board has taken on 
these and other improvements. 

The board has committed to upgrade the tennis 
courts at the Maples Activity Center. As with all our 
assets, funds have been set aside over the years 
for repair and or replacement of the tennis courts. 
A great deal of investigation on the type of court 
surface, construction, landscaping, as well as dis-
cussions with a contractor has taken place and the 
board is close to signing a contract to begin the 
upgrade.  

We have not yet finalized the flooring for the Pink 
Palace as yet, but the Facilities Committee has 
been researching alternatives. 

Expanding the pool decks has been put on hold for 
now. One of the major complaints at the pools was 
the perception that some people using the pools 
did not currently reside in Sea Trail. The Access 
Card Committee completed their final report to the 
Master Association Board and recommended a 
new access card for property owners. The board 
approved the recommendation and plans to dis-
tribute the new card this fall. The new system has 
the capability of deactivating cards of those indi-
viduals who no longer own property in Sea Trail. 
This may eliminate the need for increased decking 

since fewer people may be using the facilities. 

Many property owners requested an elevator at the 
Maples Activity Center. Additional meeting space is 
needed and some property owners find it difficult to 
climb the stairs to the MAC meeting room. The esti-
mate received from the architect for the elevator 
was $60,000 which did not seem fiscally prudent 
when the gain would be access to one room. 

Recently, the heater for the spa at the Pink Palace 
stopped functioning. The filter for the system is not 
working properly, and the supports under the floor 
need attention. The spa has been temporarily 
closed while the board receives estimates for the 
repair work.  

As you know from an earlier survey, there were re-
quests to enlarge the workout room and to increase 
parking at the Pink Palace.  

When all these concerns were considered, the 
board decided to engage an architect for prelimi-
nary estimates on constructing a separate workout 
facility, with spa, and an aerobics area, to be lo-
cated on one of the tennis courts at the Pink Pal-
ace. The other court footage would be converted to 
additional parking. If approved by the board, this 
plan would accomplish the following: 

• Increase meeting room space by two rooms 
(present workout room and the spa room). 
The rooms are on the first floor thus eliminat-
ing the need for an elevator at the MAC. 

• Increase the size of the workout facility and 
include a room for aerobics thus eliminating 
the need for the aerobic classes to be held in 
the Pink Palace. This would provide additional 
time for other groups to use the Pink Palace. 

• Increase parking for events at the Pink Pal-
ace. 

• Eliminate the need to set aside funds for the 
Pink Palace tennis court maintenance. 

• Eliminate the need for repairing the spa at the 
Pink Palace. 

After consulting with the architect, the board will dis-
cuss the various options presented. Whatever ac-
tion the board takes, there is no plan at this time 
requiring a vote. Improvements would be completed 
in phases and be funded through the budget               
process.

business days to bring the account current by pay-
ing the delinquent assessment and assessed late 
fees before the account is turned over to an attor-
ney for collection. Further, the demand letter (step 
2) is to inform the delinquent property that should 
the account not be brought current as specified and 
is placed with an attorney for collection, the delin-
quent owner will be responsible for paying attor-
ney’s fees and court costs as stipulated in the Dec-
larations and by North Carolina law. The demand 
letter (step 2) shall be sent by first class mail to the 
mailing address for the property owner in the Asso-
ciation’s records. The demand letter (step 2) shall 
also give the property owner the name and address 
of an Association representative to contact in order 
to discuss a payment schedule for the outstanding 
balance. Payments received for less than the full 
balance due may be returned to the delinquent 
owner with a note that penalties and fees will con-
tinue to accrue until the account is paid in full. 
 
Step 3: 

Should any account not be brought current follow-
ing the expiration of the timeframe contained in the 
demand letter (step 2), the Master Association Ad-
ministrator is directed to furnish a copy of the cur-
rent assessment account status for each delinquent 
account to the Association’s attorney and authorize 
the attorney to prepare and record a Claim of Lien 
against the property of the delinquent owner(s) for 
the full amount of the delinquency, including all late 
fees, and attorney’s fees and costs incurred, as 
may be limited by statute. The attorney shall send 
notification of this action to the delinquent property 
owner (lien letter, step 3). The lien letter (step 3) 
notification from the attorney is to indicate that in 
order for the lien to be satisfied and removed, the 
property owner must make full payment directly to 
the attorney, including all late fees, and attorney’s 
fees and costs. The Association is always responsi-
ble for payment of the attorney’s fees and costs, 
but may be able to recover the fees and costs from 
the property owner(s) as permitted under North 
Carolina law and in the court’s discretion. 

 
 
 

 
Sea Trail Plantation Master Association 

Delinquent Assessment Collection Policy 

The following procedures shall be utilized for the 
collection of delinquent annual assessments due 
the Sea Trail Plantation Master Association. 

Step 1: 
The annual assessment is due and payable on 
January 1st of each year and becoming delinquent if 
not received by the close of business on January 
31st.  During the first week of February, the Master 
Association Administrator is directed to mail a delin-
quency letter (step 1) to all delinquent property 
owners indicating the outstanding balance due and 
providing ten (10) business days to bring the ac-
count current, including the payment of a late fee of 
10% of the annual assessment and a monthly inter-
est charge of 1.5% beginning February 1 for all de-
linquent assessments. 

Step 2: 
Should any account not be brought current follow-
ing the expiration of the timeframe contained in the 
delinquency letter (step 1), the Master Association 
Administrator is directed to prepare and mail a de-
mand letter (step 2) to all delinquent property own-
ers noting the continued failure to bring their as-
sessment account current by referencing the delin-
quency letter (step 1). The demand letter (step 2) is 
to inform the delinquent property owner that as a 
result of the Association receiving no payment by 
the stated due date in the delinquency letter (step

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Step 4: 

Should any account remain delinquent thirty (30) days following the date in the attorney’s lien letter (step 3) 
the Sea Trail Master Association Board of Directors will address each remaining delinquent (step 4) seek-
ing personal judgment of the filing of a foreclosure action in an effort to collect the delinquent account in 
consideration of directing the Association’s attorney to proceed with the filing of a law suit (step 4) seeking 
personal judgment of the filing of a foreclosure action in an effort to collect the delinquent account.  The 
choice of litigation or foreclosure will be determined on a case-by-case basis utilizing the recommendation 
of the attorney. 

The intent of this policy is to empower the Master Association Administrator to act, without further direction 
of the Sea Trail Master Association Board of Directors, in the completion of steps 1 through 3.  The deci-
sion as to which legal action or combination of legal actions will be taken in step 4 rests solely with the Sea 
Trail Master Association Board of Directors.                                                                           Adopted 5/19/09

“The Summer Hummers”

Summer’s here, and many of us have already enjoyed watching the chickadees, the bluebirds, the blue jays 
and the Carolina wrens build their nests, incubate their eggs, and raise their hungry, chirping families. Then, 
poof! The little ones fledge unexpectedly, usually on a day when we’re not watching. Suddenly, the nests are 
empty . . . the bird houses are no longer the source of noisy cheep-cheep-cheeping with each trip that the 
mama or papa bird makes, flying almost non-stop bearing insects and worms for the flock. 
Fortunately, we continue to enjoy the sight of the ruby-throated hummingbirds as they are daily visitors to 
our hummer feeders. There are dozens of types of “hummers” seen in North and South America. In our re-
gion, the most common one is the “ruby-throated.” Ruby-throated hummingbirds are tiny, 7.5 to 9.0 centime-
ters long and weigh approximately 3.4 g (males) to 3.8 g (females). That’s only about .123 ounces! The back 
and head are iridescent green, the underparts are white. Males have a beautiful red iridescent plumage on 
their throats, and a forked tail. Females have a dull gray-brown throat, and a square, white-tipped tail. 
Younger ruby-throated hummers look similar to adult females, though young males may show the start of a 
few red feathers on their throats. 

The “humming” noise that we hear when one flies past is actually the sound of the tiny bird’s wings beating. 
They beat their wings 53 times a second (or more) and maneuver in a unique acrobatic style: they hover, 
and also fly upside down and backwards. These hummingbirds have extremely short legs, so they cannot 
walk or even hop very well. 

Ruby-throated hummingbirds live in woodland areas, and also frequent gardens and yards where flowering 
plants are plentiful. They hover to feed on flowers, nectar, and sap, and in the process, they pollinate many 
plants. Hummers are omnivores: insects comprise a large percentage of their diet, and tree sap is also con-
sumed when available. Insects include mosquitoes, gnats, fruit flies, and small bees. An adult ruby-throated 
hummingbird may eat twice its body weight in food each day, which it burns up with the high metabolism 
necessary to sustain its rapid wing beating and energetic movements. 

The ruby-throat is the only hummer to breed east of the Mississippi, and it occupies the largest breeding 
range of any other hummingbird in North America. Males tend to establish their own territories, and court fe-
males who enter their territory by employing conspicuous flying and diving behaviors, and by showing off 
their red throat plumage.  That’s why we sometimes see hummers “dive bombing” each other near the feed-
ers.  The dominant male is trying to “protect” his territory and drive other males away, while trying to attract 
females. The size of individual male territories are established in direct relation to the availability of food and 
cover resources. Ruby-throats are largely solitary outside of the breeding season. 

It is difficult to spot the nests of any type of hummer. The female ruby-throats build their nests with spider 
silk, attaching them to small twigs that may slant downward. The female covers the outside of her small nest 
with lichen and other bits she picks up from the nearby environment. She then lays 2 - 3 eggs that are each 
about the size of a navy bean. She incubates the eggs for 14-18 days, then continues to feed the hatchlings 
for about 3 weeks, tending the brood alone. During that time, she may build another nest nearby, and lay 
eggs in it for her next brood.   

Ruby-throated hummingbirds winter in Mexico and Central America. To get there from their North American 
breeding grounds, some birds embark on a marathon, nonstop flight across the Gulf of Mexico. They may 
double their weight in preparation for this amazing yet grueling journey. 

If you want to attract hummers to your yard by using a hummingbird feeder, Mary Keefe, our local “bird ex-
pert” and the owner of The Yardbird Emporium in Calabash, has some advice: 
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(Sea Tails continued) 

If you want to attract hummers to your yard by using a hummingbird feeder, Mary Keefe, our local “bird ex-
pert” and the owner of The Yardbird Emporium in Calabash, has some advice: 

• Nectar can be made from dissolving one part sugar in four parts boiling water. Boiling the water first 
helps keep it from spoiling once it’s poured into the hummingbird feeder. 

• Make about a gallon of this liquid food at a time, and store the unused portion in the refrigerator.  
• Allow the mixture to cool before filling the feeders. 
• Place feeders in the shade in areas safe from house cats.  
• Change the nectar and clean the feeder with hot water every 3-4 days, and more often in hot 

weather. This is important to prevent nectar from becoming rancid, cloudy, or moldy. Mary says that 
failure to do this is the biggest mistake people make. Hummers will not come to feeders where the 
liquid food has gone bad, even when it still “looks” OK. 

• If black mold forms inside the feeder, scrub it out with a brush. Do not use harsh detergents to clean 
the feeder. Be sure to rinse the feeder thoroughly before refilling it. 

• Use a water-filled ant guard or other device to keep ants out of the feeder. 
• Do not add honey or artificial sweeteners to the nectar; they may cause hummingbird health prob-

lems.  
• Create a water source: Although not required for drinking, providing a source of running water in the 

form of a fountain, fish pond waterfall, birdbath with a mister, or other mechanism can make a wild-
flower garden more attractive to ruby-throated hummingbirds.  

 
You may also discover that the household finches will also come to your hummer feeders. These delightful 
birds usually travel in mated pairs. They have discovered the value of the high-energy hummer food, and 
will also imbibe at your feeders. 

Also, consider planting some flowering plants. Here is a partial list of plants that will grow in our region, and 
that hummers like: bee balm, columbine, red morning glory, honeysuckle, phlox, coral salvia, lilies, butterfly 
weed, coral bells, evening primrose, hyssop, penstemon, speedwell, and verbena.

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Spotlight On...

                Michelle Lupien 

Michele Lupien started a group called “Sea Trail 
Grandmas” less than a year ago. She had talked to 
Carol Marchell about making gowns for preemies at 
her former home in Wake Forest, NC and the two 
decided to try out the project here. Michele spoke 
about the project at her first Garden Club meeting.  
Since that time the group has grown to 25 women 
who work on gowns, hats, booties, blankets, cud-
dlers and buntings for preemies.   

Michele is originally from Montreal, Canada. She 
and her husband, Bruno, have two daughters, Fan-
nie and Virginie. Fannie and her husband have two 
children and live in Montreal. Virginie and her hus-
band live in Wake Forest, NC and they also have 
two children. Michele worked as an accountant and 
secretary for her husband’s building business in 
Montreal. Fourteen years ago, the family moved 
from Montreal to Apex, NC. The couple found Sea 
Trail on a golfing trip and for the last seven years 
they have had a condo at the Champions. Once 
they were ready for retirement, they decided on Sea 
Trail for a permanent home. They moved into their 
new home on Sea Trail Drive West about a year 
ago. 

About 4 years ago, Michele wanted to make some-
thing for her new grandchild. Because he was so 
small, she had trouble finding a pattern that was 
suitable. Finally, she was told about a website 
called the “Care Wear Volunteer” website that spe-
cialized in patterns for preemies. After learning how 
to knit using an internet video, Michele used one of 
these patterns for her grandchild’s bunting. Not long 
after, she met a woman who had started a group for 
the purpose of making and donating gowns to the 
Wake Forest Medical Hospital in Raleigh. Michele 
joined the group whose mission was to donate 1000 
gowns a year to the hospital.   

Once Michele moved into Sea Trail, she was eager 
to resume her work making gowns and buntings for 
preemies. Not only is she enthusiastic and ener-
getic but also she is very organized and welcoming 
to anyone wishing to join the Sea Trail Grandmas.  
Michele encourages everyone to come to their 

meetings and is happy to teach people to knit or 
crochet or simply to cut the gowns using her precise 
patterns. “Preemie patterns must be very exact so 
that they will fit the tiny babies well, not too large or 
too small,“ she explains. “I have charts that give the 
measurements for length, arm span, diameter of the 
head, everything. Nurses and doctors need the 
neck holes to accommodate the many tubes that 
may be attached to the body. The snaps must be 
plastic because the metal snaps might burn the 
baby if they got too hot under the lights.  All the 
yarn we use must be acrylic, the right weight and 
softness and of course, it must be washable and 
dryable.”   

Michelle takes the responsibility of purchasing the 
yarn, the snaps, the flannel for the gowns and the 
small labels that read, “Sea Trail Grandmas,”  that 
are sewn onto all the clothing that is donated. She 
is a ruthless shopper! Armed with coupons of 40 or 
50% off, she is a regular at JoAnn Fabrics and AC 
Moore. She buys in bulk as much as possible in or-
der to save money. “I am always scanning the ads 
in the papers to get a good bargain,” she laughs. 
“The people in both of those stores know me by 
name now.” The only place she can get the special 
snaps she needs is on line and they are never on 
sale. Other than snaps, the gowns are inexpensive 
to make because Michele has learned to get 27 
gowns from only 8 yards of fabric. “I have learned 
how to place the patterns on the material in order to 
maximize the number of gowns. There is little to no 
waste of fabric,” Michele reports proudly. 

Organization of materials, yarn, patterns, directions 
for knitting, cutting and sewing is another of Mich-
ele’s strong points. She has all directions neatly 
typed out and placed in plastic bags ready to be 
handed out to her volunteers as needed. The 
shelves in her home office are neatly loaded with 
yards of flannel, fleece and skeins of soft baby yarn.  
File cabinets house patterns and specifications for 
each of the sizes of every piece of clothing they cre-
ate.  All completed items are delivered washed and

ready to wear and are packed in Ziploc bags by sizes. 

Recently the Sea Trail Grandmas brought 155 items to the New Hanover Regional Medical Center’s Pree-
mie unit. The nurses were overjoyed to receive all the gowns, buntings and blankets. The unit has 48 pri-
vate rooms so that parents can stay with their premature babies. The group was fortunate to be given a 
tour of the facility and even to watch as a nurse gave a bottle to one of the babies. New Hanover delivers 
approximately 600 babies per year. There is an obvious need for the items brought to the hospital by the 
group. Michele is so thankful to all her volunteers for their time, their donations, and their love. The Sea 
Trail Grandmas will begin meeting on the 3rd Monday in September at the Pink Palace. They are always 
looking for more people to volunteer.
