Rules Committee 

Hopefully you all have received a copy of the long awaited STMA Rules and Regulations Handbook. It is 
also available on the STMA website along with a violation form. We’ve tried to make it logical, accessible 
and easy to read. However, we still need your feed back, so let us know what you think. In order to do that, 
you’ll need to read it. We suggest you start with the table of contents, pick out some topics that interest you 
and read those sections. 

We’ll start by highlighting the topics which are most frequently cited in complaints. It can be found on page 
6, paragraph M and N, Garbage and Trash Disposal and Yard Waste Pickup. The rule specifies when gar-
bage containers and yard waste can be placed at the end of the driveway,. For garbage, “no sooner than 6 
pm the day before collection”, which means Tuesday 6 pm for ALL Sea Trail residents For yard waste, “no 
sooner than the day before collection. For Sugar Sands and Kings Trail that’s the second and fourth Mon-
day. For the rest of Sea Trail, , it is the first and third Monday On months when there is a fifth Monday, 
there will not be an additional pickup, so wait until the first Monday of the next month to put out your con-
tainers. 

So to avoid complaints please follow the rules and offer to help your neighbors when they can’t. Ask them 
to reciprocate and remember to bind the limbs, tape the bags and no dirt or rocks. 

The second most common violation relates to Property, Maintenance, page 5 II A, Landscaping. It applies 
to all property owners their tenants and long term guests. Please read it carefully. The requirements are 
established by the Landscape Committee. If you have a rental property and your tenant is not maintaining 
the yard, consider hiring a landscape company to maintain it. If you have any questions about the require-
ments or need a recommendation for a landscaper contact the Chairman of the STMA Landscaping Com-
mittee listed in the front of the Directory. Once again, if you have a neighbor who is unable to maintain their 
property, please offer to help out. 

Next month we’ll talk about access and use of the Pools and fitness Center. In the meantime, please read 
through Section G, paragraphs 1-5.

For those of you that read the arti-
cle in the Myrtle Beach paper several weeks ago, 
the staff writer should have printed that it was the 
Snack Bars, not the restaurant that was open for a 
breakfast buffet and lunch items. Sorry for any in-
convenience this may have caused anyone, even 
though it was not Sea Trail’s fault. 

The Magnolias Snack Bar, located in the bar area, 
and Brassie’s Pub are open every day. A sampling 
of some of the menu items are for Starters: hot 
chicken wings, a house salad, and Caesar salad, 
ranging in price from $4.00 to $8.00.

“Hooters Come to Sea Trail” 

This has been one of the most productive mating seasons for the Great Horned Owls of Sea Trail. Many of 
us who live here have heard the hoo-hoo-hooing of owls calling to each other, usually at night. This is es-
pecially prevalent during courting season, which generally occurs from December through February, with 
slight variations for the different types of owls.   

Recently, Bill Taylor noticed that a Great Horned Owl (Bubo virginianus) had moved in to an old owl nest in 
a tall pine near his yard. Bill recalls that the nest was originally built and occupied by a barred owl, three or 
four years ago. Great Horned Owls are known to commonly take over unoccupied nests of other birds such 
as hawks, crows, and herons. They may also use squirrel nests, hollows in trees, rocky caves, abandoned 
buildings, and even artificial platforms.  These owls are extremely aggressive when defending their “stolen” 
nest, and will repeatedly attack any intruder that threatens their nest, until the intruder is either killed or 
driven off.   

The Great Horned Owl is larger than the barred owl, and is a darker brown. It is readily identified by its 
tufts, commonly described as “ear tufts;” however, these are actually tufts of feathers, since the owl’s ears 
are actually on the side of its head. Great Horned Owls range in length from 18 - 29 inches, and have a 
wingspan of 40 - 60 inches. An average Great Horned Owl weighs about 3 pounds.  Females are larger 
than males. Because the owl that Bill spotted was so large, some mistakenly presumed that it was a male 
owl.   

A few weeks later, a white, baby owlet was seen peeking from the nest. Then, things got really interesting 
when, a few days later, a second white fluffy owlet’s head appeared. The Taylors called our inveterate na-
ture photographer, Joe Lafferty. Joe headed out early the next morning to get a few pictures of the two owl-
ets. However, when he found the nest, the view of the babies was shielded by a large white feathered crea-
ture with long, orange legs protruding from the nest at an awkward angle.  Mama owl had brought home an 
egret for feeding the young ‘uns! Joe quickly dubbed her “Supermom.” 

Most of the Sea Trail observers were shocked by Supermom’s hunting abilities. Hunting primarily at night, 
the Great Horned Owl's diet more typically includes rodents and other small mammals, smaller birds, rep-
tiles, insects and occasionally fish. Also, the Great Horned Owl is one of the only animals that will hunt a 
skunk. So far, Supermom hasn’t been seen dragging any hapless skunks back to the nest. However, the 
next time that Joe went over to take some pictures, she had hauled in a large, black bird, possibly a cormo-
rant. Obviously, her young brood have large appetites! 

Then, a few days after the Taylors’ discovery, another Great Horned Owl’s nest was spotted over on Sea 
Trail Drive. Lauren Judy only noticed this nest, located in a tree in her yard, because of the flocks of loud, 
cawing crows that circle the area. Crows and owls are “natural” enemies. Crows “hate” owls because 
they’ve been known to swoop silently past a crow’s nest during a nighttime hunt, and pluck an unsuspect-
ing young crow from its nest.  During the daytime, when crows spot owls sitting silently in trees, or in their 
nest, the crows will circle, and cry out loudly and relentlessly to harass the owl. 

Joe Lafferty trekked over to the Judy yard; however, that nest is too high and somewhat shielded by some 
branches for Joe to be able to get any good shots. Lauren reports that in the past few days, she has ob-
served the two owlets out of their nest, hopping along the branch.  When owlets “branch” like this, it means 
that they jump from their nest to successive branches nearby. Since their flight feathers are still not fully de-
veloped, they get valuable exercise and develop their wings by “branching.”  After several days of   
“branching,” when their wings are able to support the weight of their bodies, they will finally take to the air.

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However, they will continue to rely on “Mom’s” hunting abilities to keep them fed, for up to four months.  
Unlike smaller birds who fledge from their nest in a single day and never return, owlets will return to live in 
their nest for several more weeks, until they grow large enough to hunt and fend for themselves. 

Meanwhile, Pat and Rudy Gambarelli, who live on Crooked Gulley near the Supermom’s nest, decided to 
start a naming contest. Since they are the founders of Sea Trail’s Gourmet Club, Pat e-mailed some of Joe 
Lafferty’s photographs around to the club’s members, inviting them to “Name That Owlet.” The contest 
quickly had to be revised when the second owlet made his (or her) appearance. Gourmet members proved 
to be quite creative as they submitted over thirty combinations of names for the double offspring. Examples 
included “Merlin and Rasputin,” “Winkin’ ‘n’ Blinkin’, and “Bert ‘n’ Ernie.” Next, Pat e-mailed the list of nomi-
nations, and Gourmet Club members voted. The winning names were actually submitted twice, by two 
separate members. “Hoot ‘n’ Annie” were submitted by Dick Lehrer and by Joyce Hellman. Pat and Rudy 
declared both people to be winners of a first place prize: a loaf of Rudy’s famous homemade Italian bread. 
Honorable Mention was awarded to the nomination of “Baby Biscotti and Baby Baguette,” submitted by 
Cheri Lambert. She will be the lucky recipient of Pat’s homemade biscotti.   

The second set of owlets remain unnamed as of this writing. If any of you want to consider naming them, 
Pat and Rudy Gambarelli already have a list of innovative combinations from which to choose. If you want 
to join the throngs who are now avid “owlet watchers,” look near the Jones’ 15th hole for Hoot ‘n’ Annie. The 
two babies simply stare back at the many people who have stopped by to see them; however, “Mama” owl 
looks down on all observers quite sternly. Bill said that if he’d realized how many people would come for 
“owl watching,” he would have set up a lemonade stand in his front yard! 

Meanwhile, we are all enjoying the recent owlet baby boom, and once again, are reminded of what a won-
derful community that we share with so many different types of “wildlife.”
